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The Last-Diminisher method is done in rounds. Players are assigned an order, and always play in that order.

The first round starts when Player 1 “cuts” one share and claims that share.

Player 2 either plays or passes. Player 2 plays only if he/she thinks the share is worth more than a fair share. He/she claims the share and must trim it to a fair-shared size.

The round continues in this manner until all players have either played or passed.

The player at the end of the round who still has a claim on the share wins the share and is removed from play.

The next round follows the same process, with one less player and a smaller piece.

When there are only two players remaining, the piece is divided by the divider-chooser method.
