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Routing problems are a class of problems concerned with delivering goods and/or services to an assortment of destinations.

Two fundamental questions can come up in a routing problem:

1. Is there a proper route for the particular problem?


2. If there are many possible routes, which one is the best in terms of cost, distance or time?

A very important point to keep in mind: routing problems are very commonly solved in terms of cost, distance, or time.

Some common routing problems include:

· Patrolling a neighborhood


· Delivering mail


· Picking up garbage

Unicursal Tracings

 A drawing or figure that can be traced without lifting the pencil and without retracing any line.

A unicursal tracing is closed if we have to return to the starting point.

A unicursal tracing is open if we do not have to return to the starting point.
