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This is a variation of the Cheapest Link Algorithm:

1. Pick the edge with the smallest weight and highlight it. In case of a tie, pick one at random.


2. Pick the edge to with the next smallest weight and highlight it. In case of a tie, pick one at random. Do not choose an edge that closes a circuit.


3. Repeat step 2 until all vertices have been visited.

This algorithm is not only efficient; it is also optimal!
