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Sampling Distributions

So far, we have been looking at distributions of data points in a sample.
If we look at the distribution of a given statistic calculated from all possible samples, we now have a sampling distribution.

Sampling Distribution of the Mean

From the population, we take all possible samples of the same size, and calculate the mean for each sample. Graph the means as a distribution.

Sampling Distribution of the Proportion

When you think of proportion, think percent.

From the population, we take all possible samples of the same size, and calculate the proportion for each sample. Graph the proportions as a distribution.
