A trigonometric equation is one with a variable inside a trigonometric function.

To solve an trigonometric equation:

1. Use trigonometric identities whenever possible to simplify and get one trigonometric function with a variable.

2. Isolate the term containing the variable:

a. Move all other terms to the other side of the equation using addition and/or subtraction.

b. Get rid of any coefficient by dividing both sides by the coefficient.

c. Get rid of any fraction by multiplying both sides by the denominator.

3. Take the inverse function of both sides.

4. Solve for the variable.
