Window Distortion

Most graphing calculators have a distorted window. When the x and y scaling are set to 1, the x widths are actually 1.5 times the y widths. If you were to graph a circle with the standard settings, it would look like an ellipse. If you use the suggested settings above, the circle will look like a circle.

In general, if you want to eliminate the distortion, set your xMin/xMax at 1.5 times the yMin/yMax.
